Environmental factors in pathogenesis of facial dermatitis

Abstract  Objective To investigate exposure to some envionmental factors in pathogeness of facial dematitis (FD). Method Sixty
patients of FD were studied by skin patch test of varied allergens and interviewed with questionnaire. Result Twenty-eight of 60 with FD
(46.7%) were diagnosed as contact dermatitis (CD) (one occupational dematitis), 10 dematitis with other causes and other 22 as
suspected contact dematitis (SCD) with envirommental factors could not be excluded. Ovemll positivity of skin patch test in SCD was
60%, suggesting that contact hypesensitivity could not be neglected in these patients. Conelusion It is key to looking for etiological fac-
tors or faclors that exacerbated dematitis by further studies on relationship between positive skin patch test and dematitis.
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
